(2) The effective tax rate applicable to any clgisall not exceed by fifty percent (50%)

the rate applicable to any other class.

(1) Class 1: Residential real estate consistimgpainore than five (5) dwelling units, land

classified as open space, and dwellings on leasetihcluding mobile homes.

(2) Class 2: Commercial and industrial real esta&sidential properties containing partial

commercial or businesses uses and residentiagéstste of more than five (5) dwelling units.

45-66-2. Hopkins Hill fire district annual appropriation. -- Effective May 4, 2013, if

the Hopkins Hill fire district fails to approve amnual appropriation authorization, the same

amounts appropriated in the prior fiscal year shalmade available at the same levy and tax rate
