It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Section 36-10-36 of the General Laws in Chapter 36-10 entitled
"Retirement System-Contributions and Benefits" is hereby amended to read as follows:

36-10-36. Post retirement employment.

(@) On and after Juby—7-2994 July 1, 2017, re any member who has retired under the
provisions of titles 16, 36, or 45 may be employed or reemployed by any state or municipal

agency or department unless-any-and-all without forfeiting retirement benefits to which he or she

may be entitled by virtue of the provisions of titles 16, 36, or 45 are-suspended-for-the-duration-of
any-employment-orreemployment. No additional service credits shall be granted for any post-

retirement employment or reemployment and no deductions shall be taken from an individual's
salary for retirement contribution. Notice of any such post-retirement employment or

reemployment shall be sent monthly to the retirement board by the employing agency or

department and by the retired member.
