He served his country with valor and distinction 7 

during World War I as a fighter pilot, but shortly before returning home at the war's end, he was 8 

killed in a plane crash in France. He was the embodiment of true sportsmanship and is a symbol 9

WHEREAS, This prestigious award, given in his honor, acknowledges the student-11 

athletes who have demonstrated exemplary spirit, character, and sportsmanship on their teams, at 12 

their schools, and in their communities; and   13
