WHEREAS, It is fitting and proper to pay tribute to and recognize the contributions that
grandparents make on a daily basis by providing stability and continuity, and by strengthening
our state and our nation with enduring family values and a link to our national heritage and our
most treasured traditions; now, therefore be it

Plantations hereby proclaims, with profound gratitude, September 13" of 2015, to be "National



Grandparents Day" in our state. We furthermore encourage the citizens of this state to pay tribute
to their grandparents and any and all members of the senior generation who have played an

important role in their lives.
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
