It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Section 6-13.1-4 of the General Laws in Chapter 6-13.1 entitled "Deceptive

Trade Practices" is hereby amended to read as follows:

6-13.1-4. Exemptions. -- Nething-in-this-chapter-shall-apply-to-actions—or-transactions

- Nothing in this

chapter shall apply to actions, transactions, entities or their affiliates that are subject to requlation

or_supervisory or enforcement jurisdiction of the United States Securities and Exchange

Commission, the United States Commodity Futures Trading Commission, the Financial Industry

Regulatory Authority, the United States Department of Labor, federal or state bank regulatory

authorities, or similar financial requlatory oversight bodies or authorities, or to those entities or

persons licensed in accordance with the provisions of title 19, title 27, and chapter 20.5 of title 5.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.
