WHEREAS, The West Warwick St. Patrick's Day Parade is hosted annually by The
Pawtuxet Valley Chapter of the Friendly Sons of St. Patrick. This year marks the 59th
anniversary of this special parade and the Honorable Erin Lynch Prata has been chosen to be the
Grand Marshal; and

WHEREAS, Senator Lynch Prata is a distinguished member of the Rhode Island Senate,
representing District 31, which includes parts of Cranston and Warwick. She is a leading member
of the legislature and is highly regarded for her knowledge and command of complex legal issues;
and

WHEREAS, Senator Lynch Prata was born and raised in Warwick, Rhode Island. She is
a graduate of Tollgate High School and Boston College, where she attained a bachelor's degree in
history. She also earned a J.D. from Columbus School of Law at Catholic University; and

WHEREAS, Senator Lynch Prata was first elected to the Rhode Island State Senate in
2008, and has served as the Chairwoman of the Senate Judiciary Committee since 2017. She is a
past Chairwoman of the Senate Rules Committee, and currently is also a member of the Senate
Rules, Government Ethics and Oversight Committee, the Special Legislation and Veterans'
Affairs Committee, and the Joint Committee on Economic Development; and

WHEREAS, Senator Lynch Prata, during her tenure in the Senate, has been a leader on
numerous issues of importance to Rhode Island citizens including raising the minimum wage for
